THE CONTEXT
There has been a great increase on the level of concern regarding climate change and environmental sustainability issues trough out all technology and business sectors. Businesses are under increasing pressure from customers, shareholders and proposed legislative changes to improve their environmental image. As well as the environmental impact of Information Communication Technology (ICT), Green ICT, has become hot topic by academia, media and government. 

The EU is generally considered to be in front in the use of “ICT to help other industries reduce their carbon emissions”. The EU aims to use ICT to monitor, optimise and reduce the energy consumption in construction, heating, cooling and lighting of buildings some 40 per cent of the energy consumed in Europe today. It is obvious that ICTs will be essential to efforts aimed at saving vast amounts of energy.

Therefore the need for GREEN ICT is obvious and new sector groups are springing up constantly. Energy reduction through better equipment engineering, better data centre design, and better work management is the easy answer. It is clear to everyone that to reduce the carbon footprint in many cases cuts costs. 
This one-day workshop on GREEN ICT is organised in the frame of KORANET, a four-year project financed by the 7th Framework Programme on Research and Development of the EU. The project aims at enhancing the S&T cooperation between European countries and Korea.
