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What?

• News, events and calls announcements are published by our 
team on a daily base. We also receive inputs also from 
external stakeholders (EC, RCC, etc.) 

• Presented in December 2022: Repository with an archive of 
more than 5.800 news, 1.900 documents, 800 calls, and 1.400 
events. 
Update June 2023: 6.256 news, 2.305 documents, 1.031 calls, 
and 1.731 events.

• On average, each month we moreover register approximately 
5.100 visitors, almost 10.000 visits and 32.000 visited pages.
Approximately 12.000 visitors, more than 20.000 visits and 
almost 100.000 visited pages (data May).

• We number 11.300 subscribers to our newsletter service while 
our monthly thematic bulletins include more than 100 
different items as well as an in-depth focus article.
Update June 2023: 11.437 subscribers to the newsletter 
service.

Balkans.

The WB InfoHub is supported by the 
Horizon Europe funded project POLICY 
ANSWERS which was introduced at the 23rd 
PA7 Steering Group Meeting in June 2022 
and received the Flagship status presented 
in December 2022.
